Highland Park  (HPark) Swimming Pool Rules---2011 Season
   The Mandatory Rules and “Best Practices” are for your health, safety and cost-effective operation of pool equipment.  Members of the Homeowners’ Association, Board of Managers, Pool Team, Carlyle Management and employees of Metro Pool Services are empowered to enforce the rules.  Violation of any rule requires immediate corrective action. Gross or repetitive violations of key Rules are subject to additional enforcement actions, which will include fines or loss of season family pool privileges.  

MANDATORY  RULES:

1. Users shall be HPark residents in “good standing”, using an electronic keycard, and their accompanied guests only.  When crowded, lifeguards may limit the number of guests per family.  When crowded, the number of guests brought in by unescorted teenagers (ages 14-18) shall be limited to two.
2. Pool shall be used during posted hours only (9:00 am – 9:00 pm daily).  “Pool Closed” signs shall be obeyed because unsafe chemical, health or weather conditions may exist.

3. At all times, a parent, guardian or responsible adult (18 or over) shall accompany children under 14 within the fenced pool area.  A parent or responsible adult shall be in the water and near those “at risk” if they can’t swim.

4. Glass or other breakable containers, dishes, etc. are prohibited within the fenced pool area.

5. Diving or flips off the side of the pool are prohibited.

6. Running, roughhousing, horseplay, throwing dangerous projectiles, profanity, physical/verbal abuse, and any actions which are unsafe to others are prohibited.

7. Regular infant diapers are prohibited.  “Swim diapers” shall be worn.

8. Food and beverages (in metal, paper or plastic containers only) are allowed but shall not be consumed while in the pool or sitting on the pool edge.

9. Pets are prohibited within the fenced pool area.

10. Smoking is prohibited within the fenced pool area.

11. Skateboarding, rollerblading and bicycle-riding are prohibited within the fenced pool area.

12. Pool users are not allowed in the Clubhouse party room.

13. Pool gates shall be kept closed (particularly important for the wading pool).

14. Large flotation devices that pose an obvious safety hazard are prohibited.
15. Large, powerful squirt guns (such as blasters and super soakers) are prohibited.  Use of squirt guns on the deck is prohibited.  Squirt guns shall be used, in a cautious manner, only in the pool, and only among those willing to participate.  Respect those choosing not to participate.
OTHER  “BEST PRACTICES” FOR RESPECT AND COURTESY OF OTHERS:

1. The pool is for members of the HPark Homeowners’ Association and a small number of guests.  Refrain from large, organized “parties”.  Contact Bill Mazzolini for “small party” ground-rules.

2. Wear proper swimwear (i.e., no cut-offs, ragged jeans, etc.) to prevent filter plugging.

3. Pick up food and beverage litter/spills.  Use the equipment and containers provided.

4. Have fun but respect others when playing water games and using small floats.  Respect adults
during the “adult swim” time each hour. 
5. Leave the pool area in the same or better condition than when you arrived.

MISCELLANEOUS  “NEED  TO  KNOW”  ITEMS:

1. Those using the pool complex do so at their own risk and sole responsibility.  The HPark Homeowners’ Association, Board of Managers, Pool Team and agents of the Homeowners’ Association (including but not limited to Carlyle Management) assume no responsibility for any accident or injury in conjunction with such use, nor for lost or stolen personal articles.
2. A first aid kit is available.  Call 911 in an emergency.  The phone is located on the Clubhouse wall.
