Agreement for Use of Recreation Facilities

This agreement is made this          day of, 2008, by and between the Highland Park Community Association, (hereinafter “Association”) and those persons listed below (hereinafter “Users”) being the owners of                                               in the Highland Park Community Association.

This agreement is made for the purpose of granting Users the right to reserve the party room/recreation facilities of the Association on    _________________    from             _  to  ____________.

A tentative reservation will be granted by contacting Heather Johnson of Carlyle Management Company at (216) 464-7465 ext. 230 or at highlandparkpartyroom@yahoo.com. This form is to be completed and submitted to Carlyle Management along with two checks made payable to Highland Park (one check for the $75.00 non-refundable rental fee, and one check for the $100.00 security deposit).  The $100.00 check will be held uncashed and returned within five business days, after room inspection (normally the day immediately following the event) and return of the clubhouse keys.  The fully completed reservation form must be returned to the management company within ten days of receipt or the date will not be held.  Reservations are taken on a first come basis.  Keys will be dropped off at your home a couple of days before the event.  Failure to return the key will be considered cause for forfeiture of the deposit.

1. Security Deposit

Users hereby agree to pay to Association prior to their use of the facilities any security deposit 

Determined by Association through its Board of Trustees to be necessary, and such deposit may be used by Association to pay any expenses of cleaning and/or repairs or replacement required after use of the facilities by Users.  Refund of any unused deposit or requirement of payment of additional deposits shall be the discretion of Association.

2. Rules


Any homeowner member (owner) may rent the Clubhouse party room as long as the homeowner has paid the current annual assessment fee and any other balance owed to The Highland Park Homeowners’ Association.  

The Owner or Resident conditions the rental on its use only.  The Owner of Resident must be one of the hosts and in attendance at all times.  They must also be responsible for all costs and fees involved.

The party room must be left in the same condition as it was received.  Cleaning of the party room should include: mopping of all floors, vacuuming of all carpeted areas, cleaning of toilets, sinks and mirrors, and removal of trash, cleaning of kitchen and appliances.

The maximum occupancy of the party room is 50 people.

Reservations will not be accepted for juvenile or teenager parties unless supervised by two related adults who are both residents.

No article of any kind shall be sold, no subscription papers circulated, nor any advertisements displayed in or on the party room without the prior written permission of the Highland Park Community Association.

No dogs or other animals (seeing eye dogs excepted) shall be permitted in or on the party room property.

The tables and chairs may not be removed from the main room.  They are not permitted outside the building and after their use, must be stored as they were found.

Guests using the party room are restricted to that area.  They may not use the pool, tennis courts, or other community areas.

Parties are to be completed by 1:00 a.m. and the building is to be secured by 2:00 a.m.   At all times noise, music, etc. are to be kept within reason in consideration of residents and neighbors.  The Association reserves the right to use its sole discretion to limit the level of noise created by member’s use.

Parking is permitted within the designated parking lot only.  No cars may be parked in the lot overnight without permission.

The member using the party room at their own risk and liability.  The Highland Park Community Association does not assume liability for any accident, injury or death resulting in conjunction with such use.  The member and/or guests covenant and agree with the Association for an in consideration to make no claim against the association and/or Owners for or on account of any loss or damage of life, limb or property sustained.

This is a non-smoking facility.

3. Indemnification

Users hereby agree to hold Association harmless and to indemnify it against any public liability and/or property damage liability, which may arise or accrue by reason of the use by Users of the facilities.  Association shall not be responsible for any damage or injury that may happen to Users or to Users’ agents, guests, servants, employees, or property from any cause whatsoever, during the period covered by this agreement; and Users hereby expressly release Association from and agree to indemnify it, or Associations agents or employees against any and all claims for such loss, damage or injury.

4. Covenants

Users will comply with all laws of the United States, the State of Ohio, all ordinances of Lorain County and all rules and requirements of the local police and fire departments.

Users shall not injure nor mar, nor in any manner deface said premises, and shall not cause or permit anything to be done whereby said premises shall be in any manner injured, marred or defaced.

If said premises, furnishings or any portion of said building during the term of this agreement shall be damaged by the act, default or negligence of any of the Users, or of any of the Users agents, employees, guests or any persons admitted to said premises by any of the Users, Users shall pay to Association upon demand such sum as shall be necessary to restore said premises to their present condition.

Users shall be responsible for any attorney fees and costs incurred by Association in enforcing any of the provisions of this agreement.  Any sums of money owed by Users pursuant to the terms of this agreement or which may be owed as a result of a breach of any of the terms hereof shall be treated as an assessment against Users for any unpaid assessment and interest thereon, together with reasonable attorney fees incurred by Association incident to the collection of the assessment or enforcement of such lien.  Assessments and installments due thereon not paid when due shall bear interest from the due date until paid at the highest rate allowed by law.  Association may bring an action in its name to foreclose a lien for assessments in the manner a mortgage of real property in foreclosed any may also bring an action to recover a money judgment for the unpaid assessments without waving any claim of lien.  The lien and foreclosure procedure shall be in accordance with the application Declaration of the Highland Park Community Association and the Ohio Condominium Act.

Association, its agents or employees, reserve the right to enter the premises during the period of Users’ use to eject any person or persons behaving in a disorderly manner or contrary to the rules and regulations of Association, and/or to prevent any damage to or destruction of the premises.
